T he 2010 Edition of ARC Family Camp came to a close on 
July 31. It was six days of fun, fellowship, food and of 

course excellent Bible teaching. Over 375 campers enjoyed the 
new waterslide, Carnival, a Moonlight Treasure Hunt, Family 
Olympics, the annual ARC Golf Scramble and so much more! 
ARCHY of course was in rare form keeping everyone on the 
lookout for his rascally antics. One camper even won a free 
weekend at camp! 

The ARC Board and Corporation are working with the ARC leadership in a 
campaign to eliminate the bank mortgages the ARC incurred during a fifteen 
year expansion period.  
 During this time the Gymnasium was built, several buildings were refur-
bished and our kitchen facilities were brought up to state standards. 
As part of the campaign the ARC is ôsellingõ tickets for $1,000.00 to elimi-

nate the mortgage. We are asking God for groups, individuals and churches to buy 668 of these 
tickets by December 31, 2010 in order to eliminate this mortgage. To date we have sold 87 tickets 
through one time donation or pledges!

 An elementary student, two junior high-ers, a busy 
mom, an empty nest couple, and a retiree; a diverse group, 
but united by a heart to serve the Lord.  Our diverse group 
of 7 from Stanley, North Dakota, loaded into a 15 passenger 
van (affectionately known as the Red Rocket) one Sunday 
after church to begin our òLabor of Loveó mission trip.  
Our destination: the ARC.  Our desire: ôTo be the hands 
behind the toolsõ. 
 We were handed tools to aid in weeding flower beds, 

trimming shrubs, scraping and painting the exterior of Manna Inn, and scrubbing bathrooms in 
the Gaza building.  All totaled, in four days, we were able to donate to the Lord and to the ARC 
approximately 210 hours of volunteer labor.  By the second day of fairly intense scraping, one of 
the teens announced: òNow I know why this is called a òLABOR of Loveó Mission trip.ó 
 Our groupõs daily devotions focused on various aspects of Godõs creation. So, in the midst of 
the labor, the ARC also provided us with a unique opportunity to observe Godõs awesome crea-
tion.  Though a complete list would be impossible to create, during our four days at the ARC 
some of the interesting things we saw were:  baby deer, hummingbirds, slugs, wild grapes and 
raspberries, mommy birds feeding baby birds, and daddy longlegs. 
 Laboring at the ARC blessed us with great fellowship, great food, and a great opportunity to 
serve the Lord.  The youngest member of our group actually used the word òfunó when describ-
ing her experience volunteering at the ARC. 

In June and July the ARC was blessed with four different groups of volunteers. The following article
