
How much would you pay to guarantee your childõs spiritual health? A Barna study dated July 2009, 
indicated that 71% of all adults now attending church and claiming to be ôborn-againõ were regular 
church attenders as children. By definition this means they a worship service and, in many cases, one 
youth-oriented event per month. 
 

Evidence clearly indicates that children actively engaged in their faith before the age of 18 are more 
likely to continue that involvement as adults. 
 

The more opportunities we give our kids for Spiritual development the more likely it is that they will 
carry their faith with them into adulthood. 
 

The Christian Camping experience is a perfect way to supplement the work of the local church in 
building a foundation of faith for the future. Christian camping benefits kids five ways: 
1. Christian Camping provides POSTIVE ROLE MODELS . In the camp environment children 

and youth live with mentors (teachers and counselors) for an extended period of time. Leaders 
and campers alike learn to see each other at their best and at their 
worst. All the masks come off. Reality sets in and true learning occurs! 
2. Christian Camping allows kids to take APPROPRIATE RISKS. 
Under the watchful eye of trained adult staff, campers are challenged 
to try new things and step out of their comfort zone in ways that are 
safe and beneficial for their social, emotional, intellectual and spiritual 
growth. 
3. Christian Camping allows campers to meet a VARIETY OF 

PEOPLE from different cultures, backgrounds and religious beliefs in a safe, structured 
environment. while learning to understanding and accept others. 

4. Christian Camping provides opportunity for CREATIVE PROBLEM SOLVING . In the 
home environment kids naturally rely on what they have learned from parents or other adults 
in their lives. In a camp experience they may have to adjust those activities in appropriate ways 
to solve situations that come up during dorm time, game time and other camp events. 

5. Christian Camping opens the door to a VARIETY OF CHOICES of activities for the 
camper. They can choose new things every day without leaving the confines of their ônew 
home. 

 

Make the Christian Camping experience a priority in the spiritual development of your children and 
grandchildren. As they grow into adults you will  realize it was money well spent.
